I. ADMISSION AND PROMOTION SCHEDULE OF AOSR MEMBERS 
- The candidates’ papers shall be submitted to the secretariat of AOSR until the 1st of December.

- The results are evaluated by the Presidium and validated by the Honorary Council, after which they must be approved by the Scientific Council and the General Assembly by secret ballot. 
II. The ASSESSMENT OF CANDIDATES

Shall be made taking into account mainly:
a. SCIENTIFIC VISIBILITY proven by the number of independent quotations indicating the scientific results of the most cited papers, the circulation of the books published, the translations in foreign languages, the number of users of patents, international awards, outstanding achievements recognised by the scientific community.

b. The CONTRIBUTION OF MEMBERS PROPOSED FOR PROMOTION in the Academy’s activity by mentioning the affiliation to AOSR on their published works, papers or books published by AOSR’s Publishing House, scientific events organised under the aegis of AOSR, and research projects accessed with the involvement of the Centre for Advanced Studies of AOSR.
The APPLICANTS for the sections of Medical Sciences, Technical and Agricultural Sciences and Veterinary Medicine must be members of the respective branch Academies. 
Applicants are asked to write a brief account that should meet these requirements.
III. PAPERS NECESSARY FOR THE SCIENTIFIC FILE TO BECOME A AOSR MEMBER 
1. Curriculum Vitae, as set in Annex 2 and also in electronic format .doc;

2. A memorandum of activity also in electronic format .doc;
3. Copies and scans in electronic format of graduation diplomas of a higher education institution, Ph.D. diploma, certification as professor, or senior scientific researcher;

4. Recent photo also in electronic .jpeg; 

5. Exhaustive list of works, books, patents, inventions and citations, according to Annex 3 also in electronic format .doc. The files shall be written on a CD which will be attached to the documentation. 

6. Recommendations made by a member of the Romanian Academy, or a proposal of a branch academy (the Academy of Technical Sciences, the Academy of Medical Sciences, the Academy of Agricultural and Forestry Sciences), or of a Romanian or foreign research institution or university as well as of a member of AOSR.
It is also necessary to have the recommendation of the AOSR branch (if applicable) and of certain scientific personalities from abroad.
