Important Observation Regarding the Governing
Equations of Velocity and Shear Stress in some
Flows of Newtonian and non-Newtonian Fluids

Cele mai multe curgeri studiate in literatura corespund la
miscari in care viteza este data pe frontiera intrucat ecuatia
de guvernare a vitezei este determinata. Un rezultat surpriza
arata ca tensiunea de forfecare corespunzatoare unei clase
importante de miscari ale fluidelor incompresibile
Newtoniene sau ne-Newtoniene satisface o ecuatie de
guvernare identica cu cea a vitezei fluidului. Mai important
este faptul ca aceeasi observatie ramane valabila pentru: 1)
miscari hidromagnetice ale fluidelor de tip diferential printr-
un mediu poros si 2) miscari hidrodinamice ale fluidelor de tip
viteza.

The most flows that have been studied in the existing
literature correspond to motions in which velocity is given
on the boundary since the governing equation of velocity is
determined. A surprising result shows that the shear stress
corresponding to an important class of motions of the
incompressible Newtonian or non-Newtonian fluids satisfies
a governing equation identical to that of fluid velocity. More
important is the fact that the same observstion remains
valid for: 1) MHD motions of differential type fluids through
a porous medim and 2) MHD motions of rate type fluids.

Abstract: This paper addresses the problem of estimation
of a signal generated by a dynamical system modeled by a
class of continuous-time periodic McKean-Vlasov stochastic
differential equations. The state space representation of
the optimal filter is designed based on the unique periodic
solution of a suitable Lyapunov differential equation and
the periodic and stabilizing solution of a suitable
generalized periodic Riccati differential equation.

Truncated forms of MacMahon's g-series

Functiile de generare a partitiilor A_k(q) si C_k(q) introduse
in 1920 de catre Percy Alexander MacMahon au jucat un rol
important in matematica combinatorie. Pentru fiecare
numar intreg nenegativ k, George E. Andrews si Simon C. F.
Rose au demonstrat ca A_k(q) poate fi exprimat luand in
considerare functia generatoare a partitiilor in care fiecare
parte poate fi colorata in una din trei culori diferite, in timp
ce C_k(q) poate fi exprimat ludnd in considerare functia
generatoare a suprapartitiilor. Recent, pentru fiecare numar
intreg nenegativ k, Ken Ono si Ajit Singh au demonstrat ca
A _k(q), A_{k+13}(q), A_{k+2}(q),... ofera functia de generare
pentru numarul partitiilor lui n, unde fiecare parte poate fi
colorata intr-una din trei culori diferite, in timp ce C_k(q),
C_{k+1}(q), C_ {k+2}(q),... ofera functia de generare pentru
numarul suprapartitiilor lui n.

The partition generating functions A _k(q) and C_k(q)
introduced in 1920 by Percy Alexander MacMahon played
an important role in combinatorial mathematics.

Rose showed that A_k(q) can be expressed by considering
the generating function of partitions where each part can
be colored in one of three different colors, while C_k (q)
can be expressed by considering the generating function of
the overpartitions. Recently, for every nonnegative integer
k, Ken Ono and Ajit Singh proved that A_k(q), A_{k+13}(q),
A_{k+2}(q),... gives the generating function for the number
of partitions of n, where each part can be colored in one of
three different colors, while C_k(q), C_{k+1}(q), C_
{k+2}(q),... gives the generating function for the number of
superpartitions of n. In this paper, we provide the
truncated versions of these results. In this context, we
introduce some open problems.

We examine optimal design problems governed by elliptic variational inequalities
with unilateral conditions in the domain. We employ functional variations of the
geometry that combine shape and topology optimization. Differentiability properties
of the regularized / penalized problems are proved and gradient methods are used
in the numerical experiments. Our methodology allows both the creation of new
holes and / or the closing of existing holes, during the iterations.

Studiul nostru se incadreaza in teoria liniara a mediilor
Cosserat. Spre deosebire de alte lucrari care se incadreaza
in contexte similare si care folosesc echilibrul de entropie
scazut, abordarea noastra se bazeaza pe o inegalitate a
productiei de entropie.

Este introdus tensorul flux de entropie si sunt considerate
mediile termoelastice pentru care tensorii tensiunilor sunt
dependenti de gradientii de temperatura. In acest fel, se
obtine o ecuatie diferentiala de ordinul al patrulea
satisfacuta de temperatura. In acest context, se formuleaza
problema mixta cu valori initiale si la limita pentru care se
dovedeste un rezultat de unicitate in ceea ce priveste
solutia acestei probleme.

Our study falls within the linear theory of thermoelasticity of
Cosserat media. Unlike other works that fall into similar
contexts and that use the entropy balance low, our approach
is based on an entropy production inequality.

The entropy flux tensor is introduced and are considered the
thermoelastic media for which the stress tensors are
dependent on the temperature gradients.

In this way, a fourth-order differential equation satisfied by
temperature is obtained.

In this context, it is formulated the mixed initial-boundary
value problem for which it is proven an uniqueness result
regarding the solution of this problem. Also, it is deduced a
continuous dependence result for the solution of the mixed
formulated problem with regards to the charges and the
initial values.

Tn aceasta lucrare, utilizand tehnica reprezentérii conforme si
a potentialilor complecsi, ne propunem sa determinam
campurile incrementale electrice si de tensiune intr-un
material piezoelectric cu o slabire eliptica, actionat la mari
distante de tensiuni de forfecare antipland. Coeficientii
potentialilor complecsi dezvoltati prin serii Laurent in cazul
unui material piezolelectric de clasa 42 m, precum si
componentele campurilor incrementale sunt obtinute intr-o
forma finala compacta.

In this paper, the antiplane state problem of an elliptic hole
in a prestressed and prepolarized piezoelectric material
loaded by constant, uniform remote antiplane shear
stresses is studied using the conformal mapping technique
and representation of the incremental stress and electrical
fields by complex potentials. The coefficients of complex
potentials developed as Laurent series, for the case of a
piezoelectric material of class 42m, and implicitly the
components of incremental fields are obtained in a final
compact form.

The Structural Influence of the Forces on the
Stability of Dynamical Systems

In aceasta lucrare se ia in considerare sistemul dinamic
autonom liniar sau liniarizat cu 2 grade de libertate. In
sistemul de ecuatii de gradul 4, apare structura fortelor
generalizate: K(q) - fortele conservative, N(q) - fortele
neconservative, D(q) cele cinci forte disipative, G(q) fortele
giroscopice. In sistemul liniar, aceste forte din diferite
combinatii structurale, pot produce stabilitatea sau
instabilitatea solutiei nule. In acest fel sunt cunoscute
teoremele lui Thomson - Tait - Cetaev (T-T-C) pentru
configuratile (K, D, G). Vom introduce fortele
neconservative N, studiind stabilitatea cu criteriul Routh-
Hurwitz sau construim functia Liapunov, obtinand cateva
teoreme cu aplicatii practice.

In this paper it considers the autonomous dynamical system
linear or linearized with 2 degrees of freedom. In the system
of equation of 4th degree, appears the structure generalized
forces: K(g) - the conservative forces, N(q) - the non-
conservative forces, D(q) the dissipative five forces, G(q) the
gyroscopically forces. In the linear system, these forces from
the different, structural combinations can produce the
stability or the instability of the null solution. In this way are
known the theorems of Thomson - Tait - Cetaev (T-T-C) for
the configurations (K, D, G). We will introduce the non-
conservative forces N, studying the stability with the Routh -
Hurwitz criterion or construct the Liapunov function,
obtaining some theorems with practical applications.

Au
fost efectuate caracterizarile HRTEM, SEM, STEM, AFM and
EDX ale filmelor multistrat C / Ti / C / AL/ C / Si si filmelor
compozite C+Ti / C+Al / C+Si. Masuratorile EDX evidentiaza
prezenta azotului in toate cazurile. Studiile Raman arata
formarea de nitride pentru fiecare component. Duritatea
este mai mare iar coeficientul de frecare mai mic comparativ

C, Ti, Al and Si with the inclusion of nitrogen based thin
films, were deposited on Si substrates by TVA technology.
HRTEM, SEM, STEM, AFM and EDX characterizations of C / Ti
/ C/ AL/ C / Si multilayer thin films and C+Ti / C+Al / C+Si
composite thin films were performed. EDX measurements
reveal the presence of nitrogen in all cases. The Raman
studies show the formation of nitrides for each compound.

Lucrarea prezenta, in sinteza, descrie aplicarea tehnicilor
spectrometriei atomice de inalta precizie si sensibilitate
ridicata, spectrometria de absorbtie atomica si
fluorescenta razelor X cu dispersie dupa energie (AAS si
EDXRF), in analiza metalelor grele (Mn, Cu, Zn, Cd, Pb) din
probe de sol, muschi, scoarta si frunza care devin poluante
cand concentratiile lor depasesc limita maxim admisa.
Probele au fost colectate, trei ani consecutiv din zona de
est si centralda a judetului Dambovita, mai exact din
localitatile: Moreni, Schela Mare, Gura Ocnitei, Razvad si
Valea Voievozilor. Peste 278 de probe au fost colectate si
identificate in teren cu un aparat GPS. Probele au fost
prelevate pe doi ani, la un interval de un an. Experimentele
au fost realizate cu spectrometrul de absorbtie atomica cu
flacara si lampi cu catod cavitar (FAAS),model Avanta GBC,
cu limita de detectie de ordinul ppm-urilor si respectiv
spectrometrul de fluorescenta razelor X cu dispersie dupa
energie (EDXRF), model ElvaX cu care se poate detecta
elementele cu Z= 12 - 92, cu limita de detectie de ordinul
10 ppm.

The present work, in summary, describes the application of
high precision and high sensitivity atomic spectrometry,
atomic absorption spectrometry and energy dispersive X-ray
fluorescence (AAS and EDXRF) techniques in the analysis of
heavy metals (Mn, Cu, Zn, Cd, Pb ) from soil, moss, bark and
leaf samples that become pollutants when their
concentrations exceed the maximum allowed limit. The
samples were collected three consecutive years from the
eastern and central area of Dambovita county, more
precisely from the localities: Moreni, Schela Mare, Gura
Ocnitei, Razvad and Valea Voievozilor. More than 278
samples were collected and identified in the field with a GPS
device. The samples were taken over two years, at an
interval of one year. The experiments were carried out with
the flame atomic absorption spectrometer and cavity
cathode lamps (FAAS), model Avanta GBC, with the
detection limit of the order of ppm and respectively the
energy dispersive X-ray fluorescence spectrometer (EDXRF),
ElvaX model, which can detect elements with Z= 12 - 92, with
a detection limit of 10 ppm. The calibration curve for the
FAAS spectrometer and the energy calibration curve for the
EDXRF spectrometer were plotted using NIST-2711A-Montana
Soil reference materials. The experiments were carried out
in the research laboratories of ICSTM -UVT.

The concentrations of Mn, Cu, Zn, Cd and Pb in the leaf,
moss, bark and soil samples were statistically compared
with the normal values, according to the Romanian

Properties of Photovoltaic Cells Based on
Organic Composites and Organic-Inorganic
Hybrids

Printre marea diversitate de structuri de celule solare
bazate pe filme subtiri, dezvoltarea celulelor fotovoltaice
organice (OPV) a crescut dramatic in ultimul deceniu,
deoarece prezinta un mare potential pentru progresul
tehnologic viitor, cu eficiente deja raportate de pana la
20%.

Studiul prezentat se concentreaza pe prepararea si
caracterizarea celulelor fotovoltaice organice (OPV), atat
ca heterojonctiuni distribuite in intregul volum al stratului
absorbant (BHJ) cu un singur amestec polimeric binar sau
ternar.

Among the large diversity of solar cell structures based on thin
films, the development of organic photovoltaic cells (OPVs)
increased dramatically in the last decade, as they present a
big potential for future technological progress with already-
reported efficiencies up to 20% The presented study is focused
on the preparation and characterization of the organic
photovoltaic cells (OPVs), both as bulkheterojunction(BHJ)
with a single binary or ternary polymeric blends as active layer
or bilayer structures. The polymeric blend was formed from a
regioregular polymer, poly(3-hexylthiophene-2,5-diyl) (P3HT)
as donor and a fullerene derivative, [6,6]-phenyl C74 butyric
acid methyl ester (PCBM) as acceptor. PCBM exhibits some
deficiencies. That is why in the last years, novel non-fullerene
materials started to be used in order to overcome the limits
associated with the fullerene acceptors. In the first part of
the proposed study, two different nonfullerene acceptor
(NFA) materials have been tested as potential candidates for
the efficient OPVs based on P3HT donor polymer as main
absorber: 1,10-Phenanthroline (Phen), and 5,10,15,20-
Tetra(4-pyridyl)-21H,23H-porphine (TPyP). For both cell
configurations a decrease of the voltage loss was obtained,
and FF and Pmax increased almost two times by decreasing the
thickness of the P3HT donor layer).

As concerning the structures with a ternary composite as
active layer, the properties of a novel P3HT:PC71BM:SnO,-
nanoparticles (NPs) composite, used as potential absorber,
were investigated. The structural, morphological and optical
characterizations of this composite demonstrated an
enhancement of the ITO / PEDOT:PSS / P3HT:PC71BM:SnO;-
NPs / LiF / Al ternary structure as compared to the ITO /

Based on
these considerations, we developed a method for simulating
nanoparticle-doped LC composite materials.

Using broadband dielectric spectroscopy, in the frequency
range (0.01 - 107) Hz and a temperature domain (280-350)
K, complex systems of electrospun biopolymer networks LC
filled and polymer dispersed liquid crystals (PDLC) films
were characterized, compared to pure LC samples. The
results obtained are significant for the understanding of
molecular dynamic processes. Since, for composite LC
polymer samples, the permittivity increases significantly
with temperature, our study is important in the design of
temperature compensation electronic circuits.

To address this issue, the investigation of
photocatalysis utilizing visible light-activated ZnO
nanoparticles was conducted as an effective method for
the degradation of tartrazine (TZ). In this study, ZnO
nanoparticles were synthesized and employed to degrade
tartrazine in solutions with concentrations ranging from 1
to 20 mg / L, utilizing a catalyst dose of 0.8 g / L.
Subsequently, phytotoxicity tests were carried out on
Lepidium sativum L. seeds to assess the toxicity of
potential reaction by-products generated during the
application of the process. The photocatalytic findings
demonstrated complete degradation of TZ at a
concentration of 1 mg / L within 60 minutes.
Furthermore, phytotoxicity tests revealed that the growth
of Lepidium sativum L. seeds in the photocatalytically
treated solutions was comparable to that observed in the
control samples. This suggests that the secondary
substances formed by this process may be less toxic than
untreated tartrazine samples. This study highlights the
efficacy and safety of the ZnO / Vvisible light
photocatalytic method, proposing it as a viable solution
for the treatment of water contaminated with synthetic
dyes.

solvent, liquid-to-solid ratio, extraction time and microwave
power. The maximum content of condensed tannins was
obtained using 70% v / v ethanol, 10:1 liquid-to-solid ratio, 5
min of extraction time and 600 W microwave power.

Silver-Nanoparticles Coatings of Liquid Wood

Compozitele verzi din resurse regenerabile sunt explorate
progresiv datorita potentialului lor de a aduce beneficii
mediului natural.

The green composites from renewable resources are being
progressively explored because of their potential to give
benefits to the natural environment. Biotechnologies such
as liquid wood injection moulding have various qualities into
account. Liquid wood is a thermoplastic polymer
manufactured from byproducts of the wood pulp industry to
replace plastic materials made from petroleum. The liquid
wood is in the shape of granules, which for processing will
be melted and injected (injection molding process), just
like plastics. Lignin has been combined with a number of
polymers in order to generate materials for high added-
value applications. This project is aimed to evaluate the
possible advantages of mixing liquid wood with silver
nanoparticles. The use of silver-nanoparticles as
antibacterial agent is being examined for biomedical
devices as well as furnishings in numerous public locations
(railway stations, elevators and so on). Additionally, due to
their broad-spectrum antibacterial potential, silver
nanoparticles have also become the most extensively
employed sterilizing nanomaterials in eating and medicinal
products, for instance, fabrics, food storage bags,
refrigerator surfaces, and personal care products. The
preliminary results are aimed to uncover the problems in
generating a novel material with outstanding physical
qualities by merging through Physical Vapor Deposition
technology a biodegradable material, such as liquid wood,
and silver nanoparticles. The differential scanning
calorimetry (DSC), were carried out on liquid wood grains
covered with silver nanoparticles. DSC scans demonstrate
that no contact is present between the polymer structure
and the metal covering. These research allow also a
preliminary evaluation of the properties associated of the
new biomaterial, while enabling for discussion the
prospective applications and future use in a broad variety of
areas such as: bioengineering, medical and others.

Design and Kinematic Modelling of a Mobile
Manipulator with Hybrid Locomotion for
Agricultural Applications

In agricultura, una dintre solutiile viitoare pentru a elimina
efectul negativ asupra mediului al masinilor clasice este
utilizarea robotilor mobili.

These aspects have as effect new
challenges for robot manufacturers to find technical
solutions to meet the mentioned requirements. In this
paper, a conceptual design and modeling of a mobile
manipulator with hybrid locomotion, which may be used in
agriculture for applications, such as tilling, seeding,
fertilization, weeding, harvesting, etc, will be discussed.

Although these technologies
have moved beyond the pioneering stage regarding their
application across other sectors, the construction industry places
a strong emphasis on safety, which has been a key factor
contributing to its cautious and gradual adoption of new
innovations. Many scholars argue that conventional construction,
which relies mainly on manually operated equipment and
traditional methods, has reached its technological limits. In
contrast, 3D-printed construction, although still in its early
stages, it is seen as a promising innovation with the potential to
transform the construction sector. This advanced method utilizes
machines and additive manufacturing to create complex
geometries and building structures through a layer-by-layer
material deposition process, eliminating the need for traditional
frameworks.

On the other hand, the integration of automation technologies,
including the loT, Al, BIM and advancements in material science,
serves as a key driver for the development of smart homes.
Although research on smart homes is expanding rapidly,
relatively few studies explore the combined use of these
technologies with 3D printing for the creation of futuristic smart
homes and smart cities. In the context of additive
manufacturing, Al has the potential to significantly enhance
process efficiency by minimizing errors and reducing time. Al
systems can autonomously adapt their actions by analyzing and
evaluating the outcomes of previous operations.

Each car is provided with a constant time to collision
cruise controller, which is maintaining optimal distance-
gaps between cars, adapted to the speed and to the
technical data of the cars. The TTC dimension of imposed
distance between cars is opening the perspective of the
adaptation of the traffic flow by means of appropriate TTC
values, imposed by the highway’s administrations to all the
participants of the traffic, according to the driving
conditions. This procedure creates an even distribution of
the collision risk of all the automobiles that are forming a
Constant Time to Collision (CTTC) platoon.

The talk presents a microfluidics-based method for the
preparation of polysulfone nanoparticles. Upon mixing
polysulfone in a good solvent with pure water, polysulfone
undergoes a coil-globule transition and forms nanometer-
sized soft particles. A key to achieving small nanoparticle
sizes is to change the solvent quality within a time frame
shorter than the typical time of aggregation between
polysulfone. Accordingly, we devised microfluidic devices
relying on hydrodynamic flow focusing and we managed to
obtain nanoparticle sizes below 100 nm, which is a
significant ~ improvement  compared to latest
nanoprecipitation methods. We demonstrated the
continuous encapsulation of FITC dyes into polysulfone
nanoparticles as well and we envision the use of these
biocompatible fluorescent polysulfone nanoparticles for

Cercetarile efectuate asupra lizei celulare au condus la
dezvoltarea metodelor variante, precum liza chimica, liza
mecanica, liza enzimatica, liza termica, liza electrica etc.,
fiecare oferind avantaje unice, in functie de aplicatie si de
rezultatul dorit.

Propunem o metoda eficienta de liza cu un dispozitiv de tip
chip care foloseste un camp electric generat. Prototipul
propus este compus din electrozi interdigitati metalici depusi
pe un slide de sticla folosind tehnici de micro-fabricare, cu o
structura rectangulara din rasind polimerica imprimata 3D
atasatd la suprafata slide- ului, care serveste drept camera
de liza celulara.

Lab-on-Chip-ul a fost testat folosind celule de E. coli,
datorita semnificatiei microbiologice a speciei si structura
peretelui celular care necesita utilizarea unor metode mai
eficiente de liza. Pentru analiza _performantei_ lizei, am
folosit tehnici de masurare optica, inainte si dupa apl1carea
campului electric si producerea lizei electrice.

Am obtinut rezultate importante care au demonstrat clar ca
liza electrica este 0 metoda eficienta pentru efectuarea lizei
celulelor bacteriene, fiind o alternativa rapida si fara
reactivi, compatibila cu dezvoltarea solutiilor Point-of-Care.

Lysis refers to the process of breaking down the cell
membrane and wall, aiming to release the cell’s internal
components. Intracellular material needs to maintain its
structural integrity and molecular characteristics, to
ensure optimal outcomes for downstream applications and
further analysis.

The research conducted on cell lysis has led to the
development of a wide range of methods, such as chemical
lysis, mechanical lysis, enzymatic lysis, thermal lysis,
electrical lysis, etc. with each offering unique advantages,
depending on the application and desired outcome.

We propose an efficient lysis method with an on-chip
device that uses a generated electrical field.

The proposed prototype consists of metallic interdigitated
electrodes deposited onto a glass slide by using
microfabrication techniques, with a 3D-printed polymeric
resin rectangular structure attached to the surface of the
slide, serving as the cell lysis chamber.

The Lab-on-Chip was tested by using E. coli cells,
considering that they have a particular microbiological
significance, with a cell wall structure that calls for using
more efficient methods of lysis. For analysis of lysis
performance, we used optical measurement techniques,
before and after applying the electrical field and producing
electrical lysis.

We obtained important results, that clearly proved that
electrical lysis is an efficient method for conducting
bacterial cell lysis, by being a fast and reagent-free
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alternative, compatible with the development of Point-of-
Care solutions.

In Europe, buildings account for 40% of the total energy
consumption in the Union, for 33% of CO, emissions and
70% of the EU's energy consumption. A similar share of
greenhouse gas emission takes place in cities, with a
huge untapped potential for cost effective energy
savings. The EU launched the initiative “100 Climate-
Neutral Cities by 2030” and the selected cities shall act
as role models for all cities on the way to achieve
European climate neutrality by 2050. Measuring smart
cities’ performance became a must in this net-zero
transition and this action is supported by already
adopted protocols, such GHG Protocol for Cities,
Sustainable Energy and Climate Action Plan (SECAP), or
Sustainable Urban Mobility Plans (SUMPs).

In Romania, GHG emissions per unit of GDP in the last
10 years decreased with 25% decrease due to technical
improvements, the implementation of reduction
policies and the structural change in GDP. This
decrease did not follow the same patterns in all the
sectors. For the energy sector the GHG emissions from
transport increases with 65%, while GHG emissions
from buildings (residential, commercial and
administrative) show an increasing trend in the last 10
years. Considering that both categories (transport and
buildings) are the main contributors in the cities, it
became very important to address the transition of the
energy sector towards climate neutrality and
resilience.

Adopting an aggregated Digital Twin approach
enhances the ability to make strategic decisions for
improving energy efficiency and reducing GHG
emissions across the board. It supports a more
sustainable and effective management of energy
resources, contributing to the national and European
goal of climate neutrality.

We analyze decision support frameworks for cities
within a region to assess, monitor, analyze, and manage
the energy used and produced to reduce GHG emissions.
We consider data-driven decision making for Net Zero
transition by enforcing identified policies considering
technological innovation, ability to create at-scale
supply chains and support infrastructure, and
availability of necessary natural resources, effective
capital reallocation and financing structures,
management of demand shifts and near-term unit cost
increases, and compensating mechanisms to address
socioeconomic impacts, governing standards, tracking
and market mechanisms, and effective institutions,
commitment by, and collaboration among, public-,
private-, and social-sector leaders globally; and support
from citizens and consumers.

Industry 4.0 reprezinta noua etapa in conducerea automata
si organizarea lanturilor industriale de valoare; ea este
bazata pe sisteme ciber-fizice (CPS) ce asigura legatura intre
lumea fizica si cea digitalda prin Internetul Industrial al
Lucrurilor (IoT), sunt automatizate cu inteligenta distribuita
de catre produse inteligente si opereaza in cadrul unor
modele integrate in spatiul universal cloud.

and operate in business models integrated in cloud
universal manufacturing space. The foundational
technologies and standards integrated in the reference
architectural model RAMI 4.0 of Industry 4.0 are analysed
from the digital perspectives of production, Al and cyber
technologies. The paper describes a learning factory for
Industry 4.0 based on a real industrial manufacturing cell
control-led by a CPS, and on a 42-week didactic program
with hands-on training and master course teaching.

Borne Systems

Noile tehnici de prelucrare a datelor au readus in atentie
comunicatiile in gama HF ca o alternativa interesanta la
solutile de tip terta-parte in aplicatii loT precum
transmiterea informatiilor in sistemele distribuite de
producere a energiei electrice. In aceasta lucrare, se
propune utilizarea unui dipol repliat electric scurt ca sonda
pentru masuratori efectuate de pe drona asupra antenelor
HF. Se propune, de asemenea, o metoda de calibrare
privind efectele zonei de camp apropiat si, respectiv, a
proximitatii corpului dronei.

Lucrarea aduce unele informatii privind posibilitatea
evaluarii rezistentei la insulind pe baza determinarii
acuitatii vizuale si a sensibilitatii la contrast, ca markeri de
evaluare precoce, markeri rapid si usor de determinat de
catre persoanele cu hiperglicemie. In acest scop, autorii au
utilizat datele obtinute de la cateva zeci de pacienti cu
diabet zaharat tip 2, carora li s-au determinat glicemia,
trigliceridele, sensibilitatea la contrast si acuitatea vizuala,
pe parcursul unei zile, cu si fara respectarea dietei
alimentare prescrise de medicul diabetolog.

The paper brings some information regarding the possibility of
assessing insulin resistance based on the determination of
visual acuity and contrast sensitivity, as early assessment
markers, markers that are quick and easy to determine by
people with hyperglycaemia. For this purpose, the authors
used the data obtained from several tens of patients with
diabetes mellitus, whose blood sugar, triglycerides, contrast
sensitivity and visual acuity were determined during one day,
with and without following the diet prescribed by the
diabetologist.

Implications of Using ChatGPT in Higher
Education: A Case Study at the National University
of Science and Technology Politehnica Bucharest

Lucrarea exploreaza corelatiile dintre utilizarea ChatGPT si
performantele academice ale studentilor de la Universitatea
Nationala de Stiinta si Tehnologie Politehnica Bucuresti. Prin
adoptarea unei metodologii bazate pe chestionare, studiul
examineaza frecventa si modalitatile de utilizare ale acestui
instrument 1A, evaluand simultan atitudinile si perceptiile
studentilor fata de tehnologie. Rezultatele indica faptul ca
majoritatea studentilor considera ChatGPT util in
indeplinirea sarcinilor academice. Interesant, s-a observat ca
studentii care verifica mai frecvent raspunsurile generate de
ChatGPT tind sa aiba medii academice mai mari, sugerand o
legatura intre diligenta in verificarea informatiilor si succesul
academic. Cu toate acestea, nu exista o corelatie directa
intre frecventa generald de utilizare a ChatGPT si
performantele academice. Aceste constatari subliniaza
necesitatea unei cercetari suplimentare pentru a intelege
mai bine aceste tendinte si pentru a elabora strategii
eficiente de integrare a IA in procesul educational.

This paper explores the correlations between the use of
ChatGPT and the academic performance of students at the
National University of Science and Technology Politehnica
Bucharest. Employing a questionnaire-based methodology,
the study examines the frequency and modes of usage of
this Al tool, while simultaneously assessing students'
attitudes and perceptions towards technology. The results
indicate that most students consider ChatGPT useful for
completing academic tasks. Interestingly, it has been
observed that students who more frequently verify the
responses generated by ChatGPT tend to have higher
academic averages, suggesting a link between diligence in
verifying information and academic success. However,
there is no direct correlation between the general
frequency of ChatGPT usage and academic performance.
These findings underscore the need for further research to
better understand these trends and to develop effective
strategies for integrating Al into the educational process.

The Coast and the Shelf of the Black Sea

Rezumat: Marea Neagra este deosebita in ceea ce priveste
echilibrul hidrologic, fiind un sistem aproape inchis, cu
aport mare de apa dulce, salinitate scazuta si anoxie mare
(90% din volumul total). Fluviul Dunarea cu delta sa mare
este cel mai important afluent. Incarcatura de poluare si
deficitele de sedimente au afectat in principal linia
tarmului de nord-vest si platoul continental, provocand
eutrofizare (inflorirea algelor) si eroziunea litoralului.
Impacturile antropice multiple au dus la o scadere majora
a biodiversitatii Marii Negre (macrofite, bentos, plancton,
pesti, mamifere). In ciuda imbunatatirii treptate a starii
ecologice a Marii Negre in ultimele decenii, persista
presiuni majore: schimbarile climatice, navigatia,
dragarea, turismul si recreerea, pescuitul, poluarea,
utilizarea terenurilor si speciile exotice invazive.

Restaurarea naturii, precum si gestionarea apelor
transfrontaliere si  gestionarea sedimentelor sunt
responsabilitatea  actorilor  guvernamentali  care

coopereaza la nivel transnational in cadrul Comisiei Marii
Negre (BSC) si al Comisiei Internationale pentru Protectia
Fluviului Dundrea (ICPDR). Actuala invazie a Rusiei in
Ucraina, distrugerile de infra-structura si prezenta sporita
a flotei ruse in Marea Neagra au adaugat noi provocari si o
noua componenta geostrategica mediului si gestionarii
Marii Negre.

Abstract: The Black Sea is special with regard to water
balance, being a nearly closed system with high fresh-water
input, low salinity and large anoxia (90% of the total volume).
The Danube River with its large Delta is the most important
tributary. Pollution load and sediment deficits affected
mainly the North Western shoreline and the shelf causing
eutrophication (algal blooms) and coastal erosion. Multiple
anthropogenic impacts led to a major decline in Black Sea
biodiversity  (macrophytes, benthos, plankton, fish,
mammals). Despite the gradual improvement of the Black Sea
ecological state in recent decades, major pressures remain:
climate change, navigation, dredging, tourism and recreation,
fisheries, pollution, land use, and invasive alien species.
Nature restoration as well as transboundary water and
sediment management are the responsibility of governmental
actors cooperating at transnational level in the framework of
the Black Sea Commission (BSC) and the International
Commission for the Protection of the Danube River (ICPDR).
The current invasion of Russia in the Ukraine, the
infrastructure destructions and the increased presence of the
Russian fleet in the Black Sea added new challenges and a new
geostrategic component to the Black Sea environment and
management.
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Rolul biocenozelor parazitoide in pastrarea
echilibrului natural

The role of parasitoid biocoenoses in
preserving the natural equilibrium

Pornind de la analiza retelelor trofice pe care le realizeaza
speciile de insecte care limiteaza, pe cale naturala,
populatiile de Brevycorine brassicae L., Uroleucon cichorii
Koch., Pieris brassicae L., Pieris papae L., Plutella
xylostella L. si Delia radicum constatam ca avem de a face
cu adevarate biocenoze parazitoide si nu cu biocenoze
parazite. Speciile parazite isi colonizeaza gazda fara sa o
ucida, pe cand cele parazitoide o si ucid. Biocenozele
parazitoide sunt formate din producatori (specii de
plante), consumatori fitofagi si parazitoizi primari,
secundari, tertiari si chiar cuaternari. Parazitoizii sunt
consumatori zoofagi. Piramidele trofice ale biocenozelor
parazitoide nu se aseamana nici cu cele de tip pradator,
nici cu cele de tip parazit, ci au caracteristici proprii care
manifesta toate caracteristicile unei biocenoze:
emergenta, echilibru dinamic, autoreglare, activitati
programate specifice fiecarui nivel de organizare, evolutie
istorica, eterogenitate etc. Ele au un rol foarte important
in pastrarea echilibrului natural al unui ecosistem.

By analyzing the food chains built by some parasitoid species
that regulate the populations of Brevycorine brassicae L.,
Uroleucon cichorii Koch., Pieris brassicae L., Pieris papae L.,
Plutella xylostella L. and Delia radicum we found out that
they are genuine parasitoid biocoenoses rather than parasitic
biocoenoses. The difference between the parasitoid
biocoenoses and the parasitic biocoenoses is that the former
colonize and kill the host while that latter only colonize
them. Parasitoid biocoenoses are made of (plant species),
phytophagous consumers, and primary, secondary, teritary
and even quaternary parasitoids. The parasitoids are
zoophagous consumers. The parasitoid biocoenoses present
with specific features that are unlike both the predatory and
the parasitic biocoenosis and manifest completely the
organizing features of a biocoenosis: supervenience, dynamic
equilibrium, self-regulation, level-specific programmed
activities, historical evolution, heterogeneity. They play a
crucial role in preserving the natural equilibrium of an
ecosystem.
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Acvacultura pastravului in Lacul de
acumulare Bicaz amenintata de degradarea
calitatii apei

Trout Aquaculture in Bicaz Reservoir
Threatened by Water Quality Degradation

Acvacultura pastravului in viviere flotabile pe lacul Bicaz
are o istorie de aproape patru decenii. Odata cu incalcarea
limitelor de extindere a productiei de pastrav prevazute
prin sistemul integrat al acvaculturii, metodele de evaluare
a calitatii apei prin bioindicatori  (fitoplancton,
zooplancton, zoobentos si ihtiofaund) au aratat o crestere
a gradului de eutrofizare a ecosistemului lacustru in
acvatoriul Potoci in ultimul deceniu. In consecinta,
deteriorarea calitatii apei ameninta productia piscicola.
Recomandam ca producatorii de pastrav de consum sa-si
adapteze productia in concordantd cu limita de
autoepurare a ecosistemului lacustru si mentinere a
echilibrului ecologic, pentru a conserva calitatea apei,
necesara si altor folosinte (apa potabila si agrement).

Trout aquaculture in floating cages on the Bicaz reservoir has
a history of almost four decades. Along with the exceeding of
the limits for the expansion of trout production provided by
the integrated aquaculture system, the methods of water
quality assessment through bioindicators (phytoplankton,
zooplankton, zoobenthos and ichthyofauna) showed an
increase in the degree of eutrophication of the ecosystem in
the Potoci area during the last decade. Consequently, the
deterioration of water quality threatens fish production. We
recommend to trout farmers to adapt their production in
accordance with the self-purification limits of this ecosystem,
maintaining the ecological balance, in order to preserve the
water quality, which is also necessary for other uses (drinking
water and recreational purposes).

Biotechnological Potential and Marine Natural
Products from Romanian Black Sea Coast

Lucrarea prezinta valorificarea resurselor marine si a
bioproduselor obtinute prin metode de prelucrare originale
a materiei prime, rezultate in urma cercetarilor de
biochimie si biotehnologie marina realizate in cadrul
Institutului National de Cercetare si Dezvoltare Marina
(INCDM) ,,Grigore Antipa” Constanta.

Produsele naturale obtinute din Marea Neagra au un spectru
larg de activitati biologice si numeroase aplicatii
terapeutice. INCDM a dezvoltat in timp numeroase directii
de cercetare pentru exploatarea resurselor marine vii, care
au inclus principalele organisme marine de pe litoralul
romanesc al Marii Negre. S-au obtinut rezultate
semnificative cu aplicatii practice. Acest tip de produse de
origine marina vor fi extinse prin diversificarea resurselor
existente, cat si a celor inca nedescoperite.

Mediul marin este bogat in biodiversitate cu specii de
micro- si macroorganisme care servesc drept sursa pentru
produse si procese noi. Nu se cunoaste suficient potentialul
de exploatare a organismelor marine pentru produse
biomedicale, cosmetice biopolimeri, biocatalizatori,
bioremediere, productie de alimente. S-a prezis ca in
urmatorul deceniu, biotehnologia marind va avea un
impact major din zona Biotehnologiei.

The paper presents the valorization of marine resources and
bioproducts obtained through original raw material processing
methods, resulting from biochemistry and marine
biotechnology research carried out within the National
Institute of Marine Research and Development (NIMRD)
"Grigore Antipa” Constanta.

The natural products obtained from Black Sea have a wide
spectrum of biological activities and numerous therapeutic
applications. NIMRD has developed in time many research
directions for the exploitation of marine living resources,
which included the main marine organisms from the
Romanian Black Sea coast. Significant results with practical
applications have been obtained. This kind of products of
marine origin will be expanded by diversifying both the
existent and the undiscovered resources.

The marine environment is rich in biodiversity with micro-
and macro-organisms’ species which serve as a source for
novel products and processes. It is not enough known the
potential to exploit marine organisms for biomedical
products, = cosmeceutics,  biopolymers,  biocatalysts,
bioremediation, food production. It has been predicted that
in the coming decade, marine biotechnology will have a
major impact from the area of Biotechnology.

Literatura recenta evidentiaza interesul crescand pentru
cercetarea algelor marine, ca sursa de hrana datorita gamei
lor largi de beneficii functionale dincolo de valoarea
nutritionala de baza. Algele poseda caracteristici intrinseci
care le fac o optiune alimentara atragatoare si durabila, fiind
bogate in proteine, grasimi, carbohidrati, vitamine si
minerale usor digerabile, compusi bioactivi esentiali, cum ar
fi, ficocianina, astaxantina, luteina, zeaxantina, B-caroten si
acid oleic, care contribuie in mod semnificativ la sustinerea
sistemului imunitar si la bunastarea nutritionala generala.
Aceste componente sunt de asemenea, asociate cu potentiale
efecte terapeutice in prevenirea si tratarea diferitelor boli
degenerative.

Incorporarea algelor in diete a fost explorata ca potentiala
strategie pentru gestionarea si prevenirea afectiunilor
cronice, inclusiv cancerul, tulburarile respiratorii, bolile
cardiovasculare, infectiile microbiene, hipertensiunea
arteriala, obezitate si diabet, in special in contextul
prebioticelor din alge, legate de capacitatea lor de a modula
pozitiv microbiota intestinala, sporind si mai mult rolul lor in
sanatate si prevenirea bolilor. Lucrarea de fata prezinta un
studiu comparativ referitor la unii compusi bioactivi prezenti
in Cladophora vagabunda (L.) Hoek si Ulva rigida (C.Agardh),
specii de alge marine verzi frecvent prezente de-a lungul
coastei Marii Negre. Biomasa algala a fost recoltata manual
de-a lungul tarmului litoralului de sud al Marii Negre
romanesti, zona Mangalia-2 Mai-Vama Veche, judetul
Constanta, in profil medio-litoral, in perioada iulie - august
2023. Pentru recoltarea probelor, s-au utilizat ,metoda
patratului” si respectiv, ,metoda corer” in adancimea
coloanei de alge. Pulberea uscata de produs vegetal a fost
extrasa la concentratie de 10% cu etanol, concentratii 70:30
(v:v) si 96:4 (v:v), prin metoda conventionala de macerare la
rece, respectiv prin metoda Soxhlet. Extractele fluide din
aceste alge verzi au fost verificate pentru proprietatile lor
antioxidante in vitro, principiile bioactive de interes
farmaceutic, fiind determinate ca polifenoli totali, clorofile,
carotenoide si flavonoide, prin metode spectrofotometrice
UV-Vis, la lungimi de unda specifice. Capacitatea antioxidanta
totala (TEAC) a extractelor fluide de macroalge a fost
determinata conform metodei fotochemiluminiscentei,
procedeul Capacitatea Antioxidanta a substantelor
Liposolubile (ACL), folosind aparatul Photochem, Analytik
Jena AG, Germania, cuantificata prin comparatie cu
substanta standard Trolox, exprimata in echivalenti nM Trolox
/ volumul probei. Ambele metode de extractie utilizate
pentru obtinerea extractelor hidroalcoolice la concentratia
de 10% produs vegetal, au generat o capacitate antioxidanta
totala valoroasa. Au fost inregistrate valori crescute pentru
extractul de Cladophora vagabunda (L.) comparativ cu
extractul de Ulva rigida, la aceeasi concentratie de 10%
produs vegetal. Extractele din speciile de macroalge verzi
studiate au prezentat cele mai ridicate valori TEAC in cazul
speciei Cladophora vagabunda (L.) la concentratia solventului
de 70:30 (v:v) etanol, ceea ce este in corelatie cu valorile
crescute inregistrate la polifenoli, clorofile, carotenoide si

flavonoide, la nivelul aceleasi specii.

Recent literature highlights the growing interest in marine
algae research, as a food source due to their broad range of
functional benefits beyond basic nutritional value. Algae
possess intrinsic characteristics that make them an
appealing and sustainable dietary option, beeing rich in
easily digestible proteins, fats, carbohydrates, vitamins,
and minerals, vital bioactive compounds such as
phycocyanin, astaxanthin, lutein, zeaxanthin, B-carotene
and oleic acid, which significantly contribute to immune
support and overall nutritional well-being. These
components are also associated with potential therapeutic
effects in the prevention and treatment of various
degenerative diseases.

Algae's incorporation into diets has been explored as
potential strategy for managing and preventing chronic
illness, including cancer, respiratory disorders,
cardiovascular disease, microbial infections, hypertension,
obesity, and diabetes, particularly in the context of algae
prebiotics, linked to their ability to positively module gut
microbiota, further enhancing their role in health and
disease prevention. The paper present a comparative study
on the bioactive compounds from Cladophora
vagabunda (L.) Hoek and Ulva rigida (C.Agardh), marine
green algae species frequently present along Black Sea
Coast. Green algae biomass was manual harvested along the
shore of South Romanian Black Sea Coast, Mangalia - 2 Mai
- Vama Veche area, Constanta County, in the medio-littoral
profile, in July - August 2023 period. For samples collecting,
the “square method”, respectively “corer method” in the
depth of the algal column, were used. Dry powder of
vegetal product was extracted at 10% concentration with
ethanol 70:30 (v:v) and 96:4 (v:v) concentration, by
conventional cold maceration method, respectively by
Soxhlet method. The fluid extracts of these green algae
were screened for their in vitro antioxidant properties, the
bioactive principles of pharmaceutical interest, being
determined as total polyphenols, chlorophylls, carotenoids
and flavonoids, by UV-Vis spectrophotometric methods, at
specific wavelengths. Total antioxidant capacity (TEAC) of
macroalgae fluid extracts was reported according to
photochemiluminescence method, Antioxidant Capacity of
Lipid Soluble Substances (ACL) procedure, using Photochem
apparatus, Analytik Jena AG, Germany, quantified by
comparison with standard substance Trolox, expressed in
nM equivalentsTrolox / sample volume. Both extraction
methods used to obtain hydroalcoholic extracts at 10%
concentration of vegetal product, generated a valuable
total antioxidant capacity. Increased values were registered
for Cladophora vagabunda (L.) extract compared with Ulva
rigida extract, at the same concentration 10% of vegetal
product. The studied green macroalgae extracts
emphasized an increased antioxidant activity through the
extraction methods applied, the highest being at
the Cladophora vagabunda (L.) species in ethanol 70:30
(v:v) concentration, which is correlated with the increased
values registered for polyphenols, chlorophylls, carotenoids
and flavonoids, at the same species level.

Taraxacum officinale (L.) Weber ex F.H. Wigg (Asteraceae
/ Compositae) species - dandelion, has gained significant
attention in biomedical sciences, particularly for its
potential in  nutritional supplements developing.
Nutraceuticals, products which lie at the intersection of
nutrition and pharmaceuticals, use bioactive compounds
from medicinal plants to support health, while reducing the
risks of side effects often associated with synthetic drugs.
The aim of the study was to investigate the comparative
antibacterial activity of hydroalcoholic extracts obtained
from different vegetative and reproductive organs of the
Taraxacum officinale plant against Gram-positive bacterial
strains, as Staphylococcus aureus, Enterococcus faecalis and
Gram-negative, Escherichia coli and Pseudomonas
aeruginosa. The hydroalcoholic extracts were obtained
from dried vegetative and reproductive organs collected
from spontaneous flora, Neamt County, Romania, and
extracted at a concentration of 10% plant material in 70:30
(v:v) ethanol, respectively 50:50 (v:v) ethanol, through
conventional method cold maceration, Soxhlet method, and
cold ultrasonication. Qualitative and quantitative assays
(the diameter of the inhibition zone, minimum inhibitory
concentration - MIC) and the capacity for microbial
adherence to the inert substrate (the slime method) were
used to investigate the antimicrobial potential. The results
of the antibacterial tests showed that hydroalcoholic
extracts of leaves and whole plants strongly inhibited the
growth of all tested microbial strains, especially against
Enterococcus faecalis and Pseudomonas aeruginosa (with
MIC values of 125 pg / mL), while flower extracts had a
stronger effect on Staphylococcus aureus and Enterococcus
faecalis (with MIC values of 125 pg / mL). The root extracts
have demonstrated moderate to weak activities. The study
supports further research on the bioactive compounds in
dandelion leaves and flowers, suggesting the use of fluid
extracts from these plant organs for their antibacterial

Solutii inovatoare in controlul decisiv al daunatorilor si
tratamente de electie pentru stimularea productiei agricole
sunt obiective principale in domeniul agro-alimentar, avand
in vedere necesitatea de hranire a unei populatii globale in
crestere si toxicitatea pe termen lung a fungicidelor de
sinteza.

Formula activa conceputa in urma testarii in vitro pe diferiti

Innovative solutions in the decisive control of pests and
elective treatments to stimulate agricultural production
are main objectives in the agri-food field. These will
accomplish the need to feed a growing global population
and the long-term toxicity of synthetic fungicides. The
product development is based on indigenous potential of
natural antifungal compounds (eg vegetable extracts from
fenugreek and marygold, tomato glycoalkaloids, etc.) as
well as on circular bio-economy - obtaining protein
hydrolysates from tannery waste. In this economic niche
context, an innovative bio-fungicide and bio-stimulator
prototype was created, with enhanced effectiveness
through the profile and ratio of the associated active
compounds, with an extended spectrum of action,
GLYCAM-STIM Combo.

The active formula designed after in vitro testing on
pathogens isolated from the real system includes: camelina
oil, glycoalkaloid from Solanum Lycopersicum, hydrolyzed
extract from fenugreek seeds, extract from marigold
flowers and collagen and keratin protein hydrolysates from
tannery waste.

The impact of the two variants of the biopesticide was
compared to the commercial ecological product
Serenade, on strawberries - Premial variety. It was
examinated the development of gray rot - Botrytis
cinerea and the effect on the production and quality of
the fruits. The results demonstrate the limitation of the
frequency of the attack and its intensity, the increase of
fruit firmness and mass (by 8g) and the production’s rise
by 7t / ha. The data confirm the applicability’s extension
of the multifunctional biopesticide also at the level of the
strawberry species, after the reported success in the
protection of cherry orchards. The research was carried
out within the project BIO-PLANT-PROTECT 262 / 2021.

The study presents a
synergistic approach of artificial intelligence and synthetic
biology toward human gut microbiome for better health
which will provide interesting clues to researchers working
in the area of rapidly evolving nutraceuticals and nutrition
science.

The importance of detecting the genome of
the African swine fever virus as quickly as
possible using the Real Time qPCR technique
to prevent the transmission of the disease by
applying surveillance and restriction measures

Eustace Montgomery a studiat pentru prima data virusul in
1921 si de atunci s-a constant o crestere semnificativa a
focarelor din intreaga lume. Virusul este inalt patogen, cu
o mortalitate de 100% la porci. Nu exista un vaccin sau un
tratament eficient pentru aceasta boala. (Liu et al., 2021).
In Europa, multe tari au raportat boala ca prima aparitie la
OIE (Organizatia Mondiala pentru Sanatatea Animalelor )
prin WAHIS (Sistemul Informational Mondial de Sanatate a
Animalelor WAHIS).

Sanatatea Animalelor, n.d.).

Virusul pestei porcine africane este foarte rezistent la
variatia de pH si poate supravietui pana la 300 de zile in
grasimea pielii, timp de cateva luni in carne conservata la
4 °C si 120 de zile in carne uscata si sarata. Virusul poate
ramane activ mai mult de un an in sange si cateva luni pe
carne dezosata, chiar si cativa ani in carcase congelate.

Eustace Montgomery first studied the virus in 1921 and since

then there has been a steady significant increase in

outbreaks around the world. The virus is highly pathogenic,

with a mortality rate of 100% in pigs. There is no vaccine or

effective treatment for this disease. (Liu et al., 2021). In

Europe, many countries have reported the disease as a first

occurrence to the OIE (World Organization for Animal Health)

through WAHIS (World Animal Health Information System

WAHIS). Moldova notified the disease as the first occurrence

in September 2016, the Czech Republic in June 2017,

followed by Romania 2018, Hungary in April 2018, Bulgaria in

August 2018, Slovakia in July 2019 and, most recently, Serbia

in January 2020, Greece in February 2020. In Asia and the

Pacific, China reported the presence of the disease for the

first time in August 2018, the Philippines in July 2019, Korea

in September 2019 and Indonesia in November 2019 (OIE

Organization for Animal Health, n.d.).

The African swine fever virus is highly resistant to pH

variation and can survive for up to 300 days in skin fat, for
several months in meat preserved at 4 °C and 120 days in

dried and salted meat. The virus can remain active for more

than a year in the blood and several months on boneless

meat, even several years in frozen carcasses. (Chenais et al.,

2019)

Taking into account the resistance of the virus in the
environment and the multiple possibilities of disease
transmission, we proposed in this study to highlight the
importance of Real Time PCR testing of samples from pigs
with clinical signs suspected of African swine fever, but also
the importance of applying the surveillance, control and
restriction measures imposed by EU Regulations and National
Regulations.

Moreover, the environmental implications of antibiotic
exposure are significant, as these compounds can
contaminate waterways, affecting non-target aquatic
organisms. The zebrafish model is particularly suited for
studying these effects due to its genetic similarities to
humans and its ability to reflect the chronic exposure
scenarios typical in natural settings. Continued research
is necessary to explore the molecular mechanisms
underlying antibiotic-induced changes in behavior and
physiology, as well as to develop strategies to mitigate
the environmental impact of these drugs.

Results and discussion: The timing of tooth eruption in
girls is earlier than those for the same teeth in boys. This
results in the permanent dentition in females being
completed earlier than in males. Tooth eruption occurs
symmetrically in both jaws. Comparison of both jaws
revealed slightly advanced mandibular tooth eruption for
both sexes. There is a noteworthy change in the sequence
of tooth eruption. Contrary to the specialized literature,
we determined that the eruption of the canine continues
with the eruption of the second premolar. Also, a gap in
the age of eruption was observed especially for the six-
year molar, which erupted 70% earlier.

Conclusions: Oral dental examination is a simple tool to
calculate eruption intervals. This first investigation
revealed a change in the eruption sequence of the
permanent teeth. Findings are relevant to dental
treatment planning and should be reconfirmed at
intervals.

An inadequate oro-vestibular and apico-occlusal size of the
crestal bone located at the level of the maxillary sinus is
an anatomical limitation frequently encountered in
implant prosthetic rehabilitation in the posterior region of
the maxilla. The loss of teeth,

associated with the accentuated resorption of the marginal
cortical bone, produces a reduction in the height of the
alveolar bone, the clinical reality indicates that after each
extraction there is a resorption of the alveolar bone as a
result of marginal bone loss.

Prosthetic preparations have a particularly important role
in preparing the prosthetic field for implant prosthodontic
rehabilitation by optimizing parameters at both the
osseous and mucosal levels. Prosthetic rehabilitation on
implants can be performed by modern digital techniques or
by classical ones using bio metallic or non-metallic
materials, leading in the end to the restoration of the
functions, the restoration of the functionality and the
dento somato facial esthetics.

Previous studies have shown that
both camelina oil and its combinations with other vegetable
oils have significant photoprotective capacity. The working
method was according to the method of Mansur (1986), in
vitro evaluation of SPF being performed to estimate SPF in
vivo.

Novel strategies for doxorubicin formulations in
cervical cancer, HeLa and CaSki cancer cell lines

Cervical cancer treatment failure is mainly attributed to
drug resistance and sub-optimal dosage of anti-cancer drug,
such as doxorubicin, to the actual target cancer cells, HeLa
and CaSki. Novel strategies for doxorubicin formulations
are developed by using various enhancers for the
improvement of drug bioavailability to the target cancer
cells in a sustainable manner. For example, in our study
resveratrol is identified as an inhibitor of HeLa and CaSki
tumor cell growth, which is dose-dependent. Piperine is a
bioenhancer for the metabolism of resveratrol and their
resveratrol-piperine complex can be used for increasing
serum resveratrol concentrations. However, it is not clear
whether resveratrol, piperine, and resveratrol-piperine
complex will have a direct effect on cancer cells when are
used alone or jointly with doxorubicine and gold
nanoparticles.

Compared to previous experiments, where GNP
kept its resveratrol halo, (GNP-R), with GNP centrifuged, cf,
washed and redispersed in phosphate-buffered saline (PBS)
solutions (pH ~ 7.4) noted GNPcf, as a whole resulted in a
more advanced response in terms of cytotoxicity induced in
cervical carcinoma cells. Functionalization of GNPcf with
resveratrol and piperine, with or without low-dose
doxorubicin induced a significant inhibition of cell growth
compared to untreated cells, without reaching the values
given by the doxorubicin standard of 2.1ug / ml, in the case
of Hela cells. CaSki cells, however, reversed the observed
resistance at a dose of 2.1ug / ml. GNPcf compounds
functionalized with piperine and 2pg/ml doxorubicin
(similar to the clinical therapeutic concentration) induced
the strongest effect. However, the molecular mechanism
has to be further examined to better understand the mode
of action of these biocompounds in cervical cancer cells.

Conclusions: In the context of B-cell CLL, this simple and
inexpensive ELISA method proves to be useful for identifying
patients with the p53 protein isoform in CLL.

Advanced Integration of Telerehabilitation -
Therapeutic Strategy for Patients
Diagnosed with Peripheral Arterial Disease
of the Lower Limbs

Scopul lucrarii: Boala arteriala periferica (BAP) constituie o
preocupare importanta in domeniul sanatatii publice, atat prin
prisma efectelor sale dizabilitante severe si a deteriorarii
calitatii vietii, cat si prin riscul cardiovascular major asociat si
necesitatea frecventa de spitalizare a acestor pacienti.
Conform ghidurilor actuale, reabilitarea cardiaca (RC) este
recomandata ca metoda de prima intentie in managementul
BAP, insa aderenta la programele de exercitii fizice
supravegheate in spital este redusa.

Background: Peripheral arterial disease (PAD) is an
important public health concern, both in terms of its
severe disabling effects and deterioration of quality of
life, as well as the associated major cardiovascular risk
and frequent need for hospitalization of patients
diagnosed with this disease. According to current
guidelines, even if the cardiac rehabilitation (CR) is
recommended as a first-line method in the management
of PAD, the adherence to supervised exercise programs in
hospitals is low. Telerehabilitation is a novel approach in
the field of CRwhere patients receive exercise
recommendations based on their stage of PAD, and
where their progress may be monitored by physicians
utilizing modern technology instruments. This therapeutic
approach, based on digital technology, can be an
effective solution, but its impact on CR in patients with
PAD requires further investigation.

Methods: 20 patients with a mean age of 67 years,
predominantly male (65%) and residing in rural areas
(60%), were enrolled in the study from 1% of June to 1% of
August 2024. The initial evaluation included a clinical-
paraclinical profile, functional status by 6-minute walk
test, carotid Doppler ultrasound, cardiopulmonary
exercise test, and questionnaires for quality-of-life
assessment.  Participants completed a 6-month
telerehabilitation program focused on home walking.
Physical activity was monitored using electronic
smartwatch devices and progress was assessed weekly by
telephone calls with the investigator. Patients underwent
two medical visits, at 3 months and at the end of the
rehabilitation program, and were examined by the same
methods as at the time of study inclusion.

Results: All 20 patients completed the telerehabilitation
program and attended their scheduled 3- and 6-month
follow-up visits. 5 of them had difficulties using the
smartwatch, encountering technical problems such as
malfunctioning or discharging and thus not fully recording

The majority of participants achieved
the targets set for the daily number of steps, with
progressive weekly increments. Evaluations at 3 and 6
months showed significant improvements in patients
quality of life, as well as an improvement in functional
capacity, as confirmed by the 6-minute walk test and
cardio-pulmonary exercise test. Improvement in the
ankle-brachial index (ABI) was also observed, while the
carotid Doppler ultrasound findings remained stable. 50%
of the patients showed a reduction in body weight by
about 4kg and 25% of them showed improvements in lipid
profile.

Conclusions: Home exercises, coordinated by a
multidisciplinary team, using specific devices, could
represent a more beneficial alternative for the
management of PAD patients. Such personalized
therapeutic approaches could bring important benefits for
people with this disease, such as faster social and family
reintegration, decreased hospitalization-dependent
anxiety and depression, improved functional capacity,
reduced cardiovascular complications and increased life
expectancy.

In addition,
increased walking distances, improvement of dyspnoea or
increased exercise tolerance are parameters observed in
patients following such a program.

Various models of telerehabilitation programs for HF
patients have been proposed, with varying complexity,
involving the use of different digital instruments, from
simple ones allowing the recording of vital and
electrocardiographic parameters to more complex ones
providing real-time medical information.

Telerehab-HF is the first pilot program in the North-East
region of Romania addressed to the telerehabilitation of
patients with HF, which aims through an application and
intelligent remote monitoring devices to assess the
beneficial effects of regular exercise from a clinical-
paraclinical and quality of life point of view.

Due to their controllable properties, such as size, shape and
surface chemistry, along with their biological features, the
use of magnetic nanoparticles (MNPs) as cancer theranostics
is more often suggested. In this regard, we developed
different MNPs (magnetite, magnetite doped with low
concentrations of cobalt -1%, 5%, 10% and cobalt ferrite), by
coprecipitation method, employing Pluronic F127 surfactant
as dispersant. XRD analysis confirmed the formation of the
cubic spinel structure for all particles. FT-IR and Raman
spectra displayed the typical vibration bands for surfactant
and Me-0. EDS spectroscopy revealed strong signal in Fe, O,
and Co region, which confirmed the composition and
successful Co doping. DLS measurements revealed average
sizes in the range of 127 and 357 nm, with a narrow
distribution and Zeta potential values between -24 and +46
mV. According to VSM, cobalt impacted the magnetic
properties of the final material. All developed MNPs proved
to be suitable as contrast agents in both T1 and T2-weighted
sequences in agarose gel on a 1T equipment, but with the
highest potential in T2 sequences. In vitro analysis on breast
cancer and glioblastoma cells demonstrated high
biocompatibility and non-toxic effects under all testing
conditions.

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Introducere:

Rezistenta bacteriana la antibiotice (AMR) este o problema
semnificativa de sanatate publica 1in societatea
contemporana, rezultata din modificarile bacteriene care
reduc eficacitatea produselor farmaceutice utilizate pentru
tratamentul infectiilor.

Aceasta investigatie prospectiva de cohorta este un studiu
analitic, observational si de faza IV. Studiul a fost realizat la
Spitalul Clinic Prof. Dr. Theodor Burghele, o unitate clinica
academica din Bucuresti, Romania, din iunie 2022 pana in
noiembrie 2022. L-metionina a fost administrata la pacientii
care aveau catetere vezicale de lunga durata uretrale sau
suprapubiene, pe o perioada de trei luni.

Principalul eveniment observat a fost retentia acuta de
urina cauzata de obstructia cateterului in 63,6% din cazuri,
urmata de infectia simptomatica a tractului urinar in 27,3%.
Dupa o luna de tratament cu L-metionina, aparitia
evenimentelor generate de prezenta cateterului, in special
episoadele acute de retentie urinara, a scazut considerabil
cu 18,2%. La trei luni, doar 9,1% dintre pacienti au prezentat
evenimente adverse legate de cateter.

Introduction:

Bacterial antimicrobial resistance (AMR) is a significant public
health concern in contemporary society, resulting from
bacterial changes that reduce the effectiveness of infection-
treating pharmaceuticals. Nonantibiotic techniques are
essential for managing the antimicrobial resistance issue, as
they offer a method of alleviating symptoms without
antibiotics. This prospective study aims to ascertain whether
the administration of L-methionine mitigates the mechanical
and bacterial complications associated with long-term
indwelling urinary catheters.

Materials and Methods:

This prospective cohort investigation is a cross-over,
analytical, observational, and phase IV trial. The study was
conducted at the Prof. Dr. Theodor Burghele Clinical Hospital,
an academic clinical facility in Bucharest, Romania, from June
2022 to November 2022. L-methionine was administered to
patients who had long-term bladder catheters, either
indwelling or suprapubic, for a period of three months. The
catheter exchange rates were classified into three categories:
acute urinary tract infection, macroscopic haematuria, and
symptomatic urinary tract infection. Catheter-related
incidents were documented during the period of inclusion.
Results:

The primary incident observed was acute urine retention
caused by catheter obstruction in 63.6% of cases, followed by
symptomatic urinary tract infection in 27.3%. Following a one-
month course of treatment with L-methionine, the
occurrence of catheter-related events, specifically acute
urine retention episodes, decreased considerably by 18.2%. At
the three-month, only 9.1% of patients experienced adverse
events related to the catheter. Bacterial analysis was
performed for every catheter exchange. An empirical
observation of this information allowed us to hypothesize that
L-methionine treatment shifted bacterial type. All the
patients were reevaluated after 3 months of cessation. The
approximate exchange interval was registered compared to
the first data obtained, and statistical analysis revealed a
relapse.

Conclusion

Treatment with L-methionine in patients with chronic
indwelling urinary catheters revealed good control of
mechanical and septic complications at reasonable costs, with
minimal complications.

A systematic search was conducted in August 2024 across

Results:

Four independent artificial intelligence techniques were
employed in identifying uncomplicated urinary tract
infections: decision trees (DT), random forests (RF), support
vector machines (SVM), and artificial neural networks
(ANN). Upon comparison of these models, it was evident
that the ANN exhibited the highest accuracy in UTI
detection, with a result of 98.3%. This ANN model
necessitates only the variables pollakiuria, erythrocyturia,
and suprapubic discomfort to achieve a diagnostic accuracy
equivalent to that of a clinical-based diagnosis.

Models for complicated UTI prediction were developed
utilizing both laboratory and clinical data through six
machine-learning algorithms: RF, XGBoost, SVM, adaptive
boosting, elastic net, and ANN. Both a comprehensive set of
211 variables and a condensed set of 10 variables (age,
gender, history of UTI, dysuria, presence of nitrites in urine,
white blood cells (WBC), red blood cells (RBC), bacteria, and
epithelial cells) were utilized to construct the models.
Comparisons were conducted between UTI predictions and
previously documented UTIl diagnoses. XGBoost was
identified as the most effective approach with an area
under the curve of 0.904. It demonstrated superior
sensitivity relative to the documentation of the UTI
diagnosis.

Conclusion

Al-driven UTI detection is an exciting new area of healthcare
study, but it is still in the exploratory phase and not yet
being used. More research is needed to understand how Al
can fully help with UTI detection.

Artificial Intelligence and innovation in

Lucrarea prezinta impactul inteligentei artificiale in chirurgie
asupra sustenabilitatii sistemului medical din Romania.

Pe o pajiste subalpina de Nardus stricta din Masivul Bucegi,

situata la 1800 m altitudine in etajul jneapanului (Pinus
mugo) in anul 1995 s-a amplasat o experienta de
imbunatatire a lor prin diferite metode de amendare
calcica, suprainsamantare si reinsamantare, fertilizata
periodic cu ingrasaminte minerale (NPK). Amendarea
calcica a stimulat in medie pe ultimii 5 ani (2019-2023), din
cei 28 ani de la administrare, specia Trifolium repens care
ajunge la 9,8% fata de 2,7% la variantele neamendate, Poa
pratensis la 18,9% amendat fata de lipsa la neamendat si
Agrostis capillaris |a 26,1% fata de 24,3 la neamendat. Prin
amendare cu 7,5 t / ha praf de var (Ca0) valoarea pastorala
dupa 24-28 ani ajunge in medie la 77,5 fata de 60,4 la
variantele neamendate, cu 27% mai mare. La fel productia
de masa verde in aceeasi perioada ajunge la 11,79 t / ha la
variantele amendate fata de 6,72 t / ha la cele
neamendate, cu o crestere de 81%.

(NPK). The calcium amendment stimulated on average over
the last 5 years (2019 - 2023), of the 28 years since
administration, the species Trifolium repens which reaches
9.8% compared to 2.7% for the unamended variants, Poa
pratensis to 18.9 % fined vs. absent in unamended and
Agrostis capillaris at 26.1% vs. 24.3 in unamended. By
amending with 7.5 t / ha of lime dust (Ca0), the pastoral
value after 24-28 years reaches an average of 77.5 compared
to 60.4 in the non-amended variants, 27% higher. Likewise,
the production of green mass in the same period reaches
11.79 t / ha for the fined variants compared to 6.72 t / ha for
the non-fined ones, with an increase of 81%. Overseeding with
grass mixtures has been shown to be better in terms of
production than reseeding or natural grassland with wild
species. The average production of cow's milk per hectare was
evaluated at 3970 litters in the amended variants and 3120
liters in the unamended one, 850 | / ha more.

influence on the productivity of subalpine meadows of Nardus
stricta in the Carpathians.

Muntii Meses cu altitudini mai joase de 400 - 980 m, fac
parte din Carpatii Occidentali ai Romaniei, ramura nordica.
Au fost efectuate 123 releveuri floristice pe pajisti cu o
medie de 63 specii pe un releveu si s-au conturat 20 asociatii
ce apartin la 13 aliante, 9 ordine si 6 clase fitosociologice.
Acoperirea medie cu vegetatie a fost de 85% din care 36%
participare cu specii furajere si 49% cu specii daunatoare
covorului ierbos, fiind pajisti intr-un stadiu avansat de
degradare.

The Meses Mountains with altitudes lower than 400 - 980 m
are part of the Western Carpathians of Romania, the northern
branch. 123 floristic surveys were carried out on grasslands
with an average of 63 species per survey and 20 associations
belonging to 13 alliances, 9 orders and 6 phytosociological
classes were outlined. The average coverage with vegetation
was 85%, of which 36% was represented by forage species and
49% by species harmful to the grass carpet, being grasslands
in an advanced stage of degradation. The average pastoral
value of the practical associations is 24.3 (poor) and green
mass production of 3.9 t / ha (poor) which allows a load of
0.35 LU / hain a season of 170 days of grazing. At the level of
the most important and valuable phytosociological alliances

Maturitatea digitala a companiilor in era industriei Digital Maturity of the Companies in Smart
inteligente Industry Era

The advent of Industry 4.0, marked by the integration of
cyber-physical systems, the Internet of Things (loT), and
advanced data analytics, is revolutionizing the logistics
industry. The paper proposes to use a survey developed and
provided by the Research group Logistics and Alliances of
the HAN University of Applied Sciences (the Netherlands).
The survey was edited in March and April of 2023 and used
from April 2023 to February 2024. Participants were from
six partners in Europe of SMARTER project KA2 (Finland,
Spain, Irland, Croatia, Romania, Austria) and one in
Argentina. Students from all partnering universities
interviewed their chosen case companies. The questions
were categorized in the next sections: Background
questions; Organization questions; Competencies; Tools and
applications; Ranking; Company’s performance compared
to others.

Results shows that the digitalization process in companies
has started, with significant improvements in companies
profit and customer satisfaction. From an organizational
point of view, about 10% of companies consider themselves
"Analytics as a business vision" and 20-25% are in the "data-
driven organization" phase. Excel remains the most used
tool for data processing, but there are preparations for
integrated ERP applications in the digital management of
companies.

The results of the study are also confirmed by other analyses
carried out by other institutions such as the Digital Maturity
Assessment (DMA) tool of the European Digital Innovation
Hubs Network, KPMG or BDC, and underlines the
opportunity and importance of integrated digitization
efforts of companies, as well as the need for standardized
applications both in the field of local data processing and in
international logistics chains.

News On The Use of Trazodone In Veterinary
Medicine

Trazodona este principalul anxiolitic utilizat in medicina
veterinara deoarece reduce semnificativ stresul fiziologic la
pisici si la caini. In acest caz, animalele sunt predispuse la
boli din cauza scaderii imunitatii organismului. Pentru a
ameliora frica situationald acuta dar si anxietatile la caini si
pisici se pot utiliza patru medicamente din patru clase
diferite printre care: trazodona, gabapentinul, alprazolam
dar si dexmedetomidina in administrare orala. Dintre toate
acestea, trazodona este prima alegere atat pentru medicii
veterinari cat si umani, iar produsul comercial ales frecvent
este Trittico. Este de mentionat faptul ca Trazodona poate fi
administrata atat per os cat si intravenos. S-a ales calea de
administrare orala a medicamentului deoarece efectele
secundare sunt mai rare, iar biodisponibilitatea absoluta
acceptabila a fost de 84,6%. Dozele au fost utilizate in functie
de afectiunile comportamentale sau medicale.

In anxietate doza la caini este de: 1-16 mg/kg la 24 h pentru
medicatia zilnica unica sau 1-19 mg/kg la 24 h in cazul
combinatiei cu alte medicamente, iar in cazul administratiei
unice doza este intre 2-14 mg/kg q24 h. In stresul
comportamental la caini doza este de 3,7 mg/kg
singur/combinat cu AINS, tramadol sau alte medicamente.
Pentru sedare, doza este de 3,5 mg/kg la 12-24 h.

La pisici nu sunt raportate studii privind doza administrata.
Doar in cazul unei situatii de stres accidental este mentionata
doza de 7-15 mg/kg q 24 h timp de 1-1,5 h.

La caini in administrare preoperatorie, doza este intre 5-7
mg/kg combinat cu un opiod (Tramadol, Bupaqg/Alvegesic).
Postoperator se administreaza intre 1-3 mg/kg in combinatie
cu tramadol timp de 3 zile.

Trazodona prezinta un risc mult mai ridicat de reactii adverse
la pacientii geriatrici printre care se numara: calus,
varsaturi, colita, sedare, apetit crescut, excitare paradoxala
si gafait, hipersalivare si dezinhibarea comportamentului la
caini, iar la pisici sunt cele de hipersalivatie, excitatie
paradoxala, ataxie, varsaturi, diaree, calus.

Trazodone is the main anxiolytic used in veterinary
medicine because it significantly reduces physiological
stress in cats and dogs. In this case, the animals are prone
to illness due to the body's decreased immunity. Four drugs
from four different classes can be used to relieve acute
situational fear and anxiety in dogs and cats: trazodone,
gabapentin, alprazolam and oral dexmedetomidine. Of all
of these, trazodone is the first choice for both veterinarians
and humans, and the commonly chosen commercial product
is Trittico. It is worth noting that trazodone can be
administered both per os and intravenously. The oral route
of administration has been chosen because side effects are
rarer.,and the acceptable absolute bioavailability was
84.6%. Dosages were used according to behavioral or
medical conditions.
In anxiety the dose in dogs is: 1-16 mg/kg q24h for single
daily medication or 1-19 mg/kg q24h in combination with
other drugs, and in single administration the dose is
between 2-14 mg/kg q24h. In behavioral stress in dogs the
dose is 3.7 mg/kg alone/combined with NSAIDs, tramadol or
other drugs. For sedation, the dose is 3.5 mg/kg q 12-24h.
In cats no dose studies are reported. Only in case of
accidental stress the dose of 7-15 mg/kg q 24h for 1-1,5h is
mentioned.

In behavioral stress in dogs the dose is 3.7 mg/kg
alone/combined with NSAIDs, tramadol or other drugs. For
sedation the dose is 3.5 mg/kg every 12-24h. In cats no
studies on the dose administered are reported.
In dogs in preoperative administration the dose is between
5-7 mg/kg combined with an opioid (Tramadol,
Bupaq/Alvegesic). Postoperatively give 1-3 mg/kg in
combination with tramadol for 3 days.
Trazodone has a much higher risk of adverse reactions in
geriatric patients including: callus, vomiting, colitis,
sedation, sedation, increased appetite, paradoxical
excitement and panting, hypersalivation and behavioral
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disinhibition in dogs, and hypersalivation, paradoxical
excitement, ataxia, vomiting, diarrhea, callus in cats.

Implications of Short Food Supply Chains in
the Local Agri-Food System of the North-East
Development Region

Prin natura implicatiilor lor in sistemul agroalimentar
regional, lanturile scurte de aprovizionare cu alimente joaca
un rol din ce in ce mai important in retelele locale de
aprovizionare, fiind o alternativa viabila si sustenabila la
lanturile conventionale din sectorul agroalimentar. Acestea
sunt considerate inovatoare si au numeroase implicatii
economice, sociale, de mediu, de sanatate si culturale
pentru comunitatile si producatorii locali din Regiunea de
Nord-Est.

Even though the results have just a demonstrative value
encourages the research expansion to calculate the Global
Al Index for Romania, a country which is not listed among
the 62 countries for which the Global Al Index was
calculated in 2023.

General of the United Nations, Antonio Gutteres,
emphasized that ”An unique, sustainable and global
response must be given to the risks posed by Al, taking into
account Al governance principles to be based on the United
Nations Charter and the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights.”

In conclusion, it is necessary to emphasize the fact that we
need a future as automated as possible to facilitate the
progress of society but we dont need a dehumanized
society. Progress and knowledge are useful, but
circumspection, responsability, rationality and respect for
the ethics of life are essential.”

Is using artificial intelligence (Al) permissible in theological
study and research? What theological, ethical and legal
implications might there be in using (Al) in theological
education? This intersection between theological
education and artificial intelligence is a complex topic with
multiple implications. Two challenges will be considered in
this scientific communication. One pertains to theology,
namely, doctrinal authenticity, and one pertains to law,
namely, respect for the right to intellectual property. Al
brings a challenge related to doctrinal accuracy considering
that there are different theological systems in the same
religion, and combining doctrinal foundations, even if it
seems like a solution for unification (what religious leaders
could not do, Al does), the result will be a syncretism
religious. Theology works with the Text, the Bible, as the
main source of teaching, and then with the texts. IA works
with databases, texts, and provides an uncertain focus on
sacred texts. The second challenge concerns the respect
for the intellectual property of religious materials and the
academic rules of writing and drafting scientific works. So,
the problem can turn from a legal one to an ethical one.
Considering the vastness of the field of theology and the
sources with which it works, Al can help, to a certain
extent, to collect and systematize some information. Still,
it must be filtered and analyzed very discerningly.

He later became a deputy tribune in Avram lancu's revolutionary
army, operating in the Vladeasa-Huedin region. Following 1850,
Gallu worked as a notary in Sacuieu, acquiring the estates of
impoverished local Hungarian counts and ultimately becoming
the wealthiest Romanian in the Vladeasa mountain settlements.
He also oversaw the Romanian church and confessional school
in Sacuieu (1885-1892).

Romanian statehood and its permanence within an Austrian
federation. Unfortunately, Avram lancu offered his military
victory to the emperor on a platter, without asking for
anything for him, but only the rights promised to the moti.
The chance of this country project for Transylvanian
Romanians was thus missed, and all generations of
Transylvanian Romanian politicians until 1918 will fight for
such a project, without any chance of realization. It was the
damnable cult of the "nice emperor’ and the damaging
political strategy of pleas and memoranda that led nowhere.

Constantin Basarab Brancoveanu, membru al familiei
Cantacuzino, a fost crescut si educat de catre aceasta. S-a
ajuns la aceasta situatie deoarece din pruncie a ramas
orfan. In tinerete, pana la 20 de ani, stia bine limbile
greaca, latina si slavona. Citea mult. A fost ispravnic al
tiparirii Bibliei in romaneste, opera ceruta si patronata de
unchiul sau, domnul Serban Cantacuzino. Dupa ce a devenit
domn (28 octombrie 1688) s-a preocupat de fertilizarea si
popularea Campiei Baraganului, de ridicarea oraselor, unde
a lasat mari monumente (Craiova, Bucuresti, Fagaras), a
creat palate monumentale, reprezentative pentru relatia
om-natura (Mogosoaia, Potlogi, Obilesti). A construit cele
mai mari manastiri ortodoxe din Tara Romaneasca (Hurezi,
Sambata, Sf. Gheorghe Nou), a dezvoltat Academia
Domneasca aducand-o la nivelul unei ,,Facultati a Artelor”
din universitatile aflate in Europa occidentald, a dezvoltat
o cancelarie domneasca cu legaturi in Europa, Asia centrala
si Africa de nord etc. In foarte scurt timp, a strans o avere
uriasa, ceea ce l-a facut pe sultanul Ahmet IIl (1703-1730) si
pe marele vizir Ali pasa sa doreasca sa-i ia banii. Asasinarea
lui, Tmpreuna cu cei patru fii si cu ruda sa boierul I.
Vacarescu, a condus la crearea imaginii unui teribil martiraj
pentru poporul roman si pentru credinta acestuia. In
biblioteca Academiei Romane exista mai multe manuscrise
romanesti contindnd versuri si cantece ale unor barzi
anonimi, care au preluat si au difuzat de-a lungul timpului
prin folclor legenda martiriului acestui domn si a fiilor sai.

Prince Constantin Basarab Brancoveanu, a member of the
Cantacuzino family, was raised and educated by it. He found
himself in this situation as orphan of father since infancy. In
his youth, up to the age of 20, he already knew the Greek,
Latin and Slavonic languages well. He read a lot. He was in
charge of printing the monumental Bible in Romanian, a work
requested and patronized by his uncle, prince Serban
Cantacuzino. After he himself became ruler of Valachia
(October 28, 1688) he was concerned with the fertilization
and population of the Baraganu Plain, with the construction
of cities, where he left great monuments (Craiova, Bucharest,
Fagaras), monumental palaces, representative of the
relationship between man and nature (Mogosoaia, Potlogi,
Obilesti). He also built the largest Orthodox monasteries in
Wallachia (Hurezi, Sambata, Sf. Gheorghe Nou), and
developed the Princely Academy (Academia Domneasca)
bringing it to the level of a "Faculty of Arts” in the universities
of Western Europe. He also developed a royal chancellery
with connections in Europe, Central Asia and North Africa,
etc. In time, he amassed a huge fortune, which made Sultan
Ahmet Il (1703-1730) and the Grand Vizier Ali Pasha want to
take his money. His assassination, together with his four sons
and his relative the boyar |. Vacarescu, led to the creation of
the image of a dramatic martyrdom in behalf of Romanian
people and faith. The Library of the Romanian Academy
preserves several Romanian manuscripts containing verses
and songs of anonymous bards, who took over and spread over
time the legend of the martyrdom of the Voyvode and his
sons.

Obiectivul
ziarului a fost acela de a promova evenimentele romanesti
importante, precum concertele, piesele de teatru,
festivalul de film romanesc etc, din dorinta de a le oferi
celor aflati la mii de kilometri de tara, o bucata de acasa.

Maritime Space: Challenges, Solutions,
Consequences

The turkish-soviet cooperation and the relation
with Romania at the Black Sea

Primele contacte romano-turce au loc cu prilejul
Conferintei de la Lausanne (20 noiembrie 1922 - 24 iulie
1923), delegatia turca apeland la bunele oficii ale
delegatiei romane. Romania a fost martora sosirii la
reuniune, ,brat la brat”, a Adunarii Nationale de la
Ankara, reprezentata de generalul Ismet Pasa devenit
ministru de externe, cu Republica Sovietelor, in persoana
lui Gheorgh1 Vas1l1ev1c1 Cicerin, comisar pentru Afacerile
Externe in guvernul comunist-bolsevic de la Moscova.
Expresia apartine diplomatului roman, Constantin
Diamandy, membru al delegatiei Romamel conduse de
I.G. Duca, ministru al Afacerilor Straine sia fost exprimata
intr-o conferingé sustinutd la Bucuresti pe tema
»Problema Stramtorilor”, in 1924 3. La timpul respectiv,
alianta turco-sovietica era destul de amenintatoare
pentru tinerele state din Europa Centrala si din Balcani.
La Lausanne se prezinta Puterile Aliate si Asociate, pe de
o parte si Turcia singura, pe de alta parte. Numai ca, tot
dupa afirmatiile lui C. Diamandy, ,in spatele Turciei se
profila umbra enigmatica a aliantei sale cu Sovietele” 4.
Marele absent de la Versailles. De asemenea, Turcia se
prezenta in Elvetia de doua ori victorioasa - in plan militar
extern, prin victoria asupra armatei Greciei, realizata de
tandemul Mustafa Kemal - Ismet Pasa dupa un razboi dur,
soldat cu masacre si stramutari masive de populatie si prin
victoria interna, rasturnarea Sultanatului, precum si cu
dorinta de a o rupe total cu trecutul otoman In concept1a
turcé, Tratatul de la Sevres era de domeniul trecutului.
Aliatii nu se mai aflau la Lausanne in fata unui inamic
invins, ci in fata unui inamic victorios, iar negocierile au
cunoscut multe compromisuri si concesii.

The first Romanian-Turkish contacts took place on the occasion
of the Lausanne Conference (November 20, 1922 - July 24,
1923), the Turkish delegation appealing to the good diplomatic
Romanian delegation services'. Romania witnessed the arrival
at the meeting, "arm in arm", of the National Assembly from
Ankara - represented by General Ismet Pasha, who became
foreign minister - with the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics -
represented by Gheorghi Vasilievichi Cicerin, Commissioner for
Foreign Affairs in the bolshevik-communist government - of
Moscow. The expression belongs to the Romanian diplomat,
Constantin Diamandy, member of the Romanian delegation, led
by I.G. Duca, Minister of Foreign Affairs and was expressed in a
conference held in Bucharest on the topic of the "Straits
Problem" in 19242. At that time, the Turkish-Soviet alliance was
quite threatening for the young states of Central Europe and the
Balkans. At Lausanne, on one side are present the Allied and
Associated Powers, on the other side is Turkey alone. However,
according to the statements of C. Diamandy, "behind Turkey
loomed the enigmatic shadow of its alliance with the Soviets™,
the great absentee from Versailles. Also, Turkey presented
itself twice victorious in Switzerland - in external military
terms, through the victory over the Greek army, achieved by
Mustafa Kemal - Ismet Pasha tandem after a tough war - led by
massacres and massive displacement of the population - and
through the internal victory, the overthrow of the Sultanate, as
well as the desire to completely break the ties with the
Ottoman past. From the Turkish point of view, the Treaty of
Seévres represented a thing of the past. The Allies were no longer
in Lausanne facing a defeated enemy, but a victorious one, and
the negotiations had many compromises and concessions.

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Noi caracteristici arheometrice implicate in
autentificarea operelor de arta prin metode
multispectrale

New Archaeometric Features Involved in the
Authentication of Works of Art by Multispectral
Methods

Lucrarea are in atentie implicatiile metodelor
multispectrale folosite in determinarea de noi
caracteristici arheometrice implicate in autentificarea
operelor de arta cu valoare de patrimoniu cultural.
Microscopia optica, stereomicroscopia, microscopia
electronica de baleaj, asistata de spectrometria de raze
X si spectroscopia micro-FTIR / ATR-FTIR a permis
identificarea unor caracteristici chemometrice, cu
valoarea arheometrica, validate experimental, iar
determinarile privind distributia prin maparea atomilor in
structuri de suprafata si stratigrafice (in fractal) a oferit
stabilirea gradientilor de evolutie temporale, in sistemele
2D si 3D. S-a obtinut astfel date probatorii inedite, care
prin prelucrarea lor secventiala in determinarea
perioadei de punere in opera si s-a estimat autorul, scoala
sau arealului Geografic unde au fost creata. Procesarea
prin coasistare si coroborare a tehnicilor experimentale
folosite, a condus la obtinerea informatiilor privind
natura si starea de conservare a materialelor, contextele
istorice parcurse de artefact si incadrarea lor prin
caracteristicile si functiile patrimoniala in grupele si
nivelele de clasare, cu evaluarea prin grile de impact a
cotei de bursa sau de catalog.

The paper considers the implications of the multispectral
methods used in the determination of new archaeometric
characteristics involved in the authentication of works of art
with  cultural heritage value. Optical microscopy,
stereomicroscopy, scanning electron microscopy, assisted by X-
ray spectrometry and micro-FTIR / ATR-FTIR spectroscopy
allowed the identification of chemometric characteristics, with
the archaeometric value, experimentally validated, and the
determinations regarding the distribution by mapping atoms in
surface structures and stratigraphic (in fractal) provided the
establishment of temporal evolution gradients, in 2D and 3D
systems. Unique evidentiary data was thus obtained, which
through their sequential processing in determining the period of
putting the work into operation and estimated the author, the
school or the geographical area where it was created. The
processing through co-existence and corroboration of the
experimental techniques used, led to the obtaining of
information regarding the nature and state of conservation of
the materials, the historical contests the artefact went through
and their classification by the characteristics and patrimonial
functions in the groups and levels of classification, with the
evaluation through impact grids of the stock exchange or
catalog share.
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
